Purpose of the Camp: To internationalize and connect youth from Austria and Bosnia and
Herzegovina, fostering bonding through learning, games, and fun.

Who Can Attend Rotary Camp Bosnia:
Youth aged 12 to 13, born between July 2012 and July 2014, from a Rotary background or
recommended by a Rotary Club or its member.

e Location 1: Scout Center (S.C.) Eco House Smetovi, mountain Smetovi near Zenica,
elevation 1025 m, capacity 70 beds

e Location 2: Scout Center (S.C.) Boracko Lake, elevation 397 m, 20 km from Konjic, scout
camp owned by SIGZE, capacity 300 beds, 4 two-story bungalows with 7 + 8 beds per
floor, shower and toilet included

GENERAL INFORMATION

Participants and Trainers:

The camp includes 20 participants (10 boys and 10 girls), 4 trainers, and camp leaders from
Bosnia and Herzegovina and Austria — 26 people total.

Each country will send 10 youth participants.

All participants must be born between July 2012 and July 2014.

English is the camp's communication language; all participants must be able to communicate in
English.



Supervision Quality and “Missions”:

Group leaders, called "trainers", are responsible for the well-being of the youth in their care,
including individual needs.

Experienced trainers will ensure participants enjoy their time, learn, work on interesting
"missions", form new friendships, and have fun.

All trainers have verified experience with youth and clean records per laws of BiH and Austria.
Daily team duties and life at camp are organized by the trainers.

Sleeping Arrangements:

5 nights at Eco House on Smetovi Mountain (rooms for 3—5 with private bathroom, washer,
dryer)

5 nights in two-story bungalows at Boracko Lake (7+8 beds per floor, shared bathrooms,
washers, dryers)

Clean linens provided; participants must bring their own towels (recommend spare set).

Girls and boys will sleep in separate rooms. Mixed international rooming will be arranged where
possible.

Meals:
Professional cooks will provide quality breakfast, lunch, and dinner at both locations.
Lemonade, water, and fresh fruit will always be available.

Passport/ID/Contact Info:
e Austrian citizens: valid passport
e BiH citizens: ID card (if available) or valid birth certificate
e All documents must be valid through July 2025

e Bring paper copies of ID/passport and parent/guardian contact info (name, address,
email, phone)

Luggage Recommendations:

Pack for 10 days of mainly outdoor activities in both sunny (hats, sunglasses, sunscreen, beach
sandals, indoor slippers, sports shoes) and rainy weather (raincoat, tracksuit, waterproof
footwear).

Clothing should be suitable for mountains, lakes, and city tours.

Essential items include pajamas, 2 towel sets (beach, face, and body), and multiple swimsuits.
Participants can wear their slippers/sneakers/shoes indoors.

Laundry facilities available at both camp locations.

Spending Money: Recommended for optional sightseeing tickets, snacks, souvenirs, etc.



Smartphones

Each participant must bring a smartphone. It should have a location tracking app for trainers
and parents.

Bring chargers and power banks.

Phones should be able to take photos and record videos.

Wi-Fi is available at both locations but limited.

Data packages (several GB) for internet outside Wi-Fi areas are recommended.

Communication:

o WhatsApp: Required for all participants and trainers. WhatsApp groups will be created
(youth, trainers, and one with parents). Parents must also have WhatsApp.

o Newsletter: Daily PDF newsletter by youth and trainers will be sent to parents. Can also
be shared with friends or relatives.

Camp Rules — Please ensure your child understands these before camp:
e Respect among all participants is required
¢ Youth must follow trainer instructions; trainers follow camp leaders
e Leaving camp grounds is allowed only with permission
e Alcohol and tobacco are strictly prohibited
o Participants must keep rooms tidy
e Quiet hours: 10:00 PM to 7:00 AM

¢ Enjoy your holiday break by learning, playing, and making new friends!

Legal Guardian Consent

By signing, parents/guardians agree with the camp program, including:
e Excursions outside camp locations
¢ Use of smartphones and social media during camp
e Participants photographing and filming each other

In serious cases, public health services will be contacted, and guardians informed.

Guardians must provide participants with valid health insurance for BiH (especially for Austrian
participants).

Liability insurance covering potential harm to others is also required.

Bring physical copies of all insurance policies.

Special Note on Medical Needs:
Any chronic condition or special medical need (e.g. diabetes, allergies) must be declared in
writing in advance to ensure proper care and medication administration.

Travel

Travel costs to/from the camp are covered by parents/guardians.
